
 

Ilex cornuta ‘Rotunda’  Dwarf Chinese Holly 

Plant Type Evergreen 
Size 3-4’ high and 6-8’ wide 
Form Dense, rounded 
Texture Medium to coarse 
Foliage Alternate, simple, spiny, 1 ½-3” long and ½ as 

wide, 5-7 spines, rectangular shape, dark 
green upper and yellow-green beneath, 
densely packed on stems, short petiole 

Stem Green 
Bark Gray 
Buds Small, green 
Flowers and Fruit White, four petals, ¼”, March- April. Fruit is 

red berry 1/3” 
  
Exposure Sun to part shade 
Soil Moist, well drained, pH 4.5-6.5 
Growth Rate Medium 
Hardiness 7-9 
Uses Mass plantings, hedges, groups 
Maintenance Usually no pest problems. Plants are tough, 

durable, heat and drought tolerant. No need 
to prune. Very spiny
